The MOHW is committed to using research evidence, to guide its policies in improving the wellness of persons within society. The research should take into consideration provision of evidence ranging from efficacy to effectiveness, with due to the contextual variation across communities.
The wellness areas of focus for the Ministry are the following seven (7) areas:
1. Wellness in the workplace
2. Wellness in schools
3. Wellness in homes
4. Wellness in communities
5. Wellness among persons living with non-communicable diseases and risk factors (tobacco use, physical inactivity, the harmful use of alcohol, unhealthy diets and air pollution)
6. Mental health
7. Maternal health
Awards will be granted for Tier I and Tier 2 studies. Tier 1 studies are those led by experienced/seasoned investigators with a research budget up to a maximum value of J$20 million. Tier 2 studies are “proof of concept” research with a maximum budget of J$5 million.

The Research for Wellness Fund (RFWF) is open to teams conducting research in Jamaica. The research team must be led by a Principal Investigator who is resident in Jamaica. Research must in the short-term, inform policy and practice for health and wellness; and be in alignment with the priority areas mentioned above.
